NFR removes permanent speed restriction

Guwabhati, January 19: The
Northeast Frontier Railway
(NFR) is taking various mea-
sures to increase sectional
speed of trains. In this regard,
temporary and permanent
speed restrictions are being
removed wherever feasible.
Moreover, speeds of train
movement through loop lines
have also been increased in
various sections. This has
resulted in the overall in-
crease in speed of trains apart
from improvement in punctu-
ality and to offer enhanced

train services to passengers.
NFR has removed/relaxed 10
Permanent Speed Restric-

tions (PSRs) up to the month
of December, 2024. To remove

those sections. Additionally,
the bridges have been lev-
eled to ensure that the tracks
are flat and do not have any
abrupt changes in gradient.
